OPDS on 64bit machines

With the introduction of Windows 7 /8 64bit the era of 16-bit applications such as OPDS ended .
For the operation of OPDS or other older applications it is necessary to install a virtual machine XP32 . The freely available VMWare Player offers this possibility.
After the VMWare player installation, the client OS must be installed here . The requirements for memory and peripherals can be maintained (you can adjust later) . It is a normal XP installation (if used only for OPDS , you need to install only the necessary drivers).
Now for the configuration of the host system , only C:\spectum\Data\  had to be shared, thereby the access of OPDS provides data on the SpectumLab .
In client Explorer the file item Shared Files should now be visible. VMWare dubbed this folder by default as Z:  The \data folder should be seen here now. 
Now only the OPDS.ini needs to be adjusted :

That was it. Now OPDS should work in conjunction with SpectrumLab .
